Christian Europe Emerges Project
Ever since you were a child, you dreamed of owning a radio station.  Congratulations, you’ve just gained an entry–level radio position through your crazy uncle Slim, who was last seen in Vegas performing with Cirque de Soleil as a contortionist.  The Station has been working on a ten – part series in collaboration with NPR regarding the Byzantine Empire, Early Medieval Europe, the Medieval Church, Kievan Russia, Western Europe Revives, the Crusades, The Early Tang Empire, Rivals for Power in Inner Asia and China, The Emergence of East Asia to 1200 and New Kingdoms in East Asia.  This program is due to air on December 12.  At the last minute NPR has pulled out of production citing rising costs.  This leaves the station to produce the entire program.  Since the station doesn’t have the resources of NPR to distribute your program your uncle has decided to turn the format to a podcast.  Slim called you from Vegas in between acts to tell you that you are in charge of this project.  You are allowed to chose up to four colleagues to prepare the podcast and if you are successful Slim will sign over control of the station to you (a dream come true).  If you fail then you will never have the ability to own Uncle Slim’s station.
You must turn in your script for the podcasts no later than December 12th.  The podcast should be no longer than 20 minutes.  For information to have in your podcast, you should consult your book as well as the guided readings for chapter 9 and chapter 10.  Throughout the next few weeks I will also be giving notes to help you with your material.  Due to the project you will not have to turn in the guided readings for chapter 9 and 10.

You should consistently refer back to previous empires and their relations to neighboring or culturally related contemporaneous empires.  Also be sure to analyze the questions that are found off the guided readings.
Each person on the production staff must take an active role in the production and the actual podcast itself.
